Why we’re ‘dying-in’ 

against the war today.
An attack on Iraq would be illegal, immoral and counter-productive:

ILLEGAL

Neither UN Resolution 1441 nor the ‘second UN resolution’ drafted by the US and Britain authorises a US/UK assault on Iraq. The reference to ‘serious consequences’ in UN Resolution 1441 - which the Government says authorises war - ‘cannot …possibly be interpreted as an express or implied authorization to States unilaterally to take military action against Iraq’ (Professor Vaughan Lowe, Chichele Professor of Public International Law at Oxford University).

IMMORAL

Attacking Iraq risks killing tens – or maybe even hundreds – of thousands of civilians. Indeed according to Oxfam ‘military action against Iraq could devastate the lives of millions of people and trigger a humanitarian catastrophe.’

COUNTERPRODUCTIVE

Far from protecting Britain from terrorism attacking Iraq runs ‘the risk of turning the Middle East into an inexhaustible recruiting ground for anti-western terrorism.’ (Douglas Hurd, former Tory Foreign Secretary FT, 3 Jan.).
